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Chairman’s Report, 2005

Dear fellow HKRCSS members,

Happy New Year! It is my honor to report to you the development of HKRCSS in the year
2005. Last year, our club has organized many activities for our members and guests, for
examples, slope open day, slope combat contest, DLG contests, scale glider contest and F3F
contests. We have also organized the first Hong Kong F3F Open, which attracted r/c pilots
from Taiwan and Korea. The success of this event helps us to build up not only the skills in
F3F flying but also the confident in organizing international contests in the future. We would
expect to have more links with r/c clubs from other Asian countries. While the maturity of F3F
flying in Hong Kong is pleasing to see, we are still struggling with the development in other
areas of r/c gliding, in particular, F3B and electric pylon racing. This is mainly due to the
difficulties in finding suitable flat-field flying sites for this kind of activities. It is also a bit
disappointing to report to you that our membership grew only marginally last year — is this a
sign of a declining population in r/c soaring? No, I don’t think so! In the year to come, we
definitely need to do more in promoting the sport of r/c soaring to attract new comers. One
possibility is to provide them with a comprehensive training package once they joined the club.

Last year, we continued to enjoy the supports from the local r/c manufacturers and model
shops by sponsoring prizes in HKRCSS-hosted competitions and activities. In this opportunity,
I would like to express our sincere thank to our guest of honor tonight, Mr. Eddie Wong of
Wind Feel R/C Model. Lets me summarize what we have achieved last year:

° F3F race in High Junk Peak (9/1/2005): This is the first time we held a F3F race in High
Junk Peak which is suitable for northeasterly wind. Totally, 16 pilots joined the race

e  Creative environmental handlaunch model glider design contest (30/1/2005): This event
was jointly organized by Green Council and HKRCSS. The contest was held in Wan Chai
Sport Stadium with over 200 teams of school kids participating in the contest.

e  60” F3F slope race in Ma On Shan (13/2/2005): This is the first time a F3F race for the
60” moldies was held in HK. Totally, 18 r/c pilots participated in the race, some of them
are new to F3F racing.

° DLG contest in Lamma Island (15/5/2005): A total of 13 enthusiastic pilots and their
guests participated in this event. One of the pilots is from mainland China.

e  F3F race in Ma On Shan (28/8/2005): With strong wind, many pilots got their personal
bests. A HK record of 36.15s was created. Totally, 10 pilots participated in this race.

e  Hong Kong F3F Open (4-6/11/2005): This 3-day event attracted a total of 21 pilots
participating in the contest, some are from Korea and Taiwan. Only 8 rounds of contest
were completed. A banquet was organized after the race with award presentation.

e  HKRCSS open day and slope combat (20/11/2005): This event was held in Clearwater
Bay north-facing slope. A total of 9 pilots joined the combat and there were some visitors
for the open day.

° Scale fun fly contest and BBQ night (4/12/2005): Many pilots joined the trip to the newly
discovered flying site in Lung Ha Wan for northerly wind. The contest is more like a
scale fun fly demonstration. Over 30 pilots and their guests enjoyed a wonderful night
with good food under the BBQ fire.

e  VR2006 HK team qualifying race (18/12/2005 and (15/1/2006): Two F3F race were
organized to select a HK team of 3 pilots to participate Viking Race 2006 in Scotland.
The first was held in High Junk Peak with 10 pilots and the second race was held in Ma
On Shan with 14 pilots.

For the successful organization of many contests and social functions, I would like to thank our
function chairs and committee members in contributing their time and efforts to make all these
events enjoyable. Of course, your full supports and participations in these activities are the
most important ingredient. In this opportunity, may I wish you a prosperous Lunar New Year
with plenty of wind to soar and to land safely!
